SPEAK, LORD, WE ARE LISTENING 
  In today’s first reading God keeps calling out in the night to a 
sleeping boy. Neither the boy, Samuel, nor his teacher, Eli, 
understands who is calling. But God’s persistence convinces 
them. Samuel is then ready—not ready yet to do anything, but 
ready to listen. “Speak, for your servant is listening” (1 Samuel 
3:10). 
  In the Gospel Jesus is out teaching. Various people notice him 
and begin to gather around. They soon become disciples and, like 
the young Samuel, are ready—not ready yet to do anything, but 
ready to listen. “Speak,” they say, “we are listening.” 
  God’s voice is always with us, awake or asleep. It swirls around 
us like fog on a waterfront, enveloping us, gently urging us to 
wake up, to listen. Awareness of the voice comes first; then 
willingness to listen; then, in time, the decision to act, to live 
according to God’s word. Let’s ask today for the ability to keep 
our ears open so we don’t miss God’s voice.

From the Desk of the Parochial Administrator 
Second Sunday of Ordinary Time (Year B) 

 

     Tom was the son of well-to-do parents. They gave 
him everything: a sporty car, sporty clothes, his own 
checking account, an expensive education. When he 
graduated as a civil engineer his parents hoped he 
would settle down. In a vain effort to find himself, to 
see what life is all about, Tom tried everything: drink, 
drugs, sex and even several religious groups. That was 
several years ago. 
      Today Tom belongs to a group who never takes 
alcohol or drugs, never smoke; who eat only one meal 
a day, sleep on a thin mattress in a few squares of 
coarse cloth, have no money or possessions, never 
watch television or read the newspapers, who pray 
and meditate eleven hours a day. “Aha,” you are 
thinking, “Tom joined one of those strict religious 
orders in the Catholic church.” 
      Not so. Tom is now a member of a Buddhist group 
in Thailand. In the hard way, he found that material 
things do not satisfy and do not last. He wanted 
peace, solitude, simplicity. He had discovered that the 
spirit in humankind is as important as his body - that 
the two must work together. He gave up all the 
comforts together with the hustle and bustle of 
western, American life, for the simple, rugged life in 
the Eastern religion. 
      There are thousands of Americans like Tom, 
mostly young, who have moved to the East to live in a 
way that is completely opposite ours. Why? They want 
to experience something spiritual. They are seeking 
peace by controlling body, heart and mind. They run 
away from the rat-race we call our American way of 
life. 
     In the Scripture reading, we learned that some of 
the would-be followers of Jesus wanted to know 
where he was staying. He told them “Come and see.”  
     Too many Catholics never experience the peace 
and quiet of a few minutes alone with Our Lord, 
especially in Church. Try it. Like the apostles, we want 
to know where Jesus lives. Well, He lives right here, 
day and night, just for you. He says to you and me: 
“Come and see.” Try it. 
      Come a few minutes before the service; many do. 
Stay a few minutes afterwards. Avoid the rush. 
Actually experience the soul-satisfying, body-resting 

practice of spending a 
few quiet moments with 
our Lord.
